CANTONESE DRAGON
Chef Allan Tse of the Dragon Palace, Kempinski Hotel

Forthe past40years, Chef Allan Tse has
been bringing traditional Cantonese
cuisine to mouths around Asia, before
finally settling down in Beijing two years
ago. He recently joined the Dragon
Palace at the Kempinski Hotel as their
Executive Chef, and continues to im-
press diners with both his flavors and
with his fun and outgoing personality.
During a recent meeting, Chef Allan
laid down his chopsticks and talked to
Agenda about the essence of Canton-
ese food, and how sometimes a bad
economy can lead to greater things.

Hong Kong is all about street food.
What made you decide to work
in restaurants? It is true that Hong
Kong has a lot of street food, but
most of it isn't street food featuring
Cantonese cuisine. People in Hong
Kong love their native cuisine. It is
the most popular thing there. That
being said, this is not the main reason
that | decided to work in Cantonese
restaurants. Actually | had no other
choice. Back in the 1970's when |
was joining the job market it was
quite hard to find a job. After half a

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year, | was only entitled to do basic
jobs such as cutting, steaming and
preparing very simple dishes. | had
towork two years before | earned the
title of junior cook.

I started cooking in 1972in a very
famous Cantonese restaurant, Sun
Tung Lok, which actually got three
Michelin stars in 2011. At that time, |
was recommended by the assistant
to the Executive Chef,and began my
internship.

What's the best thing you have ever
eaten? The answer to this question
falls into two categories. On the one
hand, there are the “extreme” exam-
ples. These include the top quality
shark’s fin, which is called Tian Jiu. It
is as expensive as gold. In Indonesia,



there is a kind of birds nest fetched
from caverns more than 50 me-
ters up in the air. These things are
interesting, but they are only some-
thing rare, and not something that |
enjoy personally. One of my favorite
dishes to recommend is my recipe for
home style tofu with meat stuffing. It's
very tender. Another dish | always re-
memberis the'golden fragrant prawns”
I found in Indonesia. The prawns are
stir-fried with ingredients including
butter, milk and curry leaves.

In your past positions you have
worked in Korea and Bangkok,
and everywhere in between. How
do you make each place feel like
home? Actually, | never felt totally at
home in any place except Indone-
sia. Home means that you can find
familiar food, familiar people, and
enjoy yourself in a comfortable liv-
ing environment. | really enjoy living
in China. In the past two years, it has
really grown on me, especially Beijing.
I think | am going to end up settling
down here. It will be my home.

What makes Cantonese food so
special in your opinion? The one
thing that sets Cantonese food apart
is the freshness of its ingredients,
both in quality and presentation.

The
other thing that'’s really special about
the Cantonese cuisine is that it is
always changing to meet the chang-
ing needs of the customer. It's very
flexible, and never stereotyped.

What is the key to running a
successful Cantonese restaurant?
There isn't just one key, but many.
Id say there are six. One of the most

How would you say Beijing
compares to other cities, both in
atmosphere and cuisine?

important things is having a quali-
fied and well-trained staff to serve
the guests, and another is to have
experienced chefs to create the dishes.
Other keys are having a comfortable,
up-to-date and well-designed interior
that guests feel at home in, having ex-
tremely fresh ingredients, and working
closely with other departments. Hav-
ing a close relationship with the food
and beverage department, marketing,
and finance, as well as having support
from management, is crucial.

Can you teach us a simple recipe
to make at home? Of course! An

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easy and delicious recipe anyone
can make at home is wok-friend
shrimp with bell peppers. In order to
prepareit,you'llneedaround 30shrimp,
one egg white, 100 grams of bell
peppers cut into diamonds (about
one bell pepper), sliced dry leek,
minced garlic and green leek. You
start by mixing the shrimp in a bowl!
with the egg white, a pinch of salt
and some starch, and letting it sit for
about ten minutes. Once you've done
that you blanch the shrimp in boiling
water and set them aside. Add some
oil to a wok and sauté the leek, the
minced garlicand the bell pepper un-
til the bell pepper is well cooked. You
then add the shrimp and sauté it until
you can really smell the aroma of the
shrimp. Be careful not to overcook it
as it can become tough. Once the
shrimpis fragrant you add a splash of
yellow wine and a pinch of sugar, and
cook it for another 30 seconds until
the sauce has thickened. The whole
process takes less than 20 minutes,
and the result is delicious.

What are your favorite places to
hang out in Beijing? | have done
a lot of market research on Beijing
restaurants,and I honestly think there
are too many restaurants in town to
make a recommendation. You could
find foods in every flavor and color
around town, and many of them are
unique and individual. One area |
really like it Houhai, because it's
always a fabulous place to drink with
friends and to hang out with family.

Director, Beijing Residential at Savills: Helen Chang

Contrary to popular stereotypes about
the Shanghainese, Helen Chang of
Savills has not just moved to Beijing,
butembraced it. Her company’s Beijing
headquarters overlook Beijing's Central
Business District (CBD) and Chang is
the first to admit that this place has
really grown on her during the past two
years. Agenda sat down with Chang to
better understand Savills’ residential
operations in Beijing, the limitations
of being a foreign-owned real estate
company, and what the best places
to invest are.

Tell us a little bit about your com-
pany. Our residential department is
comprised of two divisions. Residen-
tial leasing and residential sales. The
residential leasing division focuses on

54
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providing relocation services to the
expatriates working for our corporate
accounts, such as housing search,
school search and city orientation.
The residential onsite leasing and
sales project team assists landlords
with finding tenants for their apart-
ments through our own source as
well as by cooperating with 3rd party
agents.

The residential sales division is
focusing more on second hand sales
in Central Park as well as the sales of
luxury villas, such as Yosemite, Grand
Hills in Shunyi area and other unique
style villas in the western and eastern
parts of the Beijing on behalf of over-
seas investors.

We also have an asset manage-
ment team in Central Park. Once

a client signs an asset managent
contract with us, we conduct weekly
inspections to make sure that the
property is in good condition, and
work with property management
to take care of any problems. In the
meantime, our leasing team will put
their property on our list and intro-
duce it to potential tenants. When
the unit is rented out, we help them
arrange payments and can even
receive the payments on their behalf.
And of course, we help them resolve
any problems that arise.

You said your company is focusing
on things other than sales due to
current market conditions. How
did you make that transition, and
when do you think the market
will recover? Contrary to other sales
teams, we don't pursue the biggest
coverage on the sales market, but
really want to target the high-end
and good quality properties at this
stage. Our sales team is small but
very professional and it is this that
differentiates us from our competi-
tors. We are not only focused on
closing the deal, but we also provide
market analysis to our clients. We
believe that ethics and professional
conduct are the most important.
We do the property manage-
ment for Central Park, Upper East Side
and recently began doing it for Yintai
Apartments. Our residential sales
team works closely with our property
management team to ensure the
best quality service to our clients.
We provide our clients with a
“total solution”package thatincludes
property management and asset
management service as well as on-
site sales and leasing services, We
saw sales transactions increasing in
December, even though the govern-
ment has issued a lot of regulations
aiming to cool down the property
market. The regulations were related
to to property taxes, which made
many buyers decide to buy before
the new rules and regulations took
full effect. In Beijing, we see that the
price for second hand properties has



increased, rather than the sales prices
of new sales projects.

How often do regulations for prop-
erty purchases change? Last year,
Id say the government announced
new regulations quite frequently,
about every two to three months. We
discussed this with our Shanghai col-
leagues and we think that for the first
half year of 2011 the market will be
relatively stable and quiet, and that
prices won't increase too much. The
government has made its message
very clear: it wants to cool down the
market. That being said, | do believe
that prices will increase before the
end of this year, perhaps anywhere
between 15 and 20 percent. This has
actually been said by other profes-
sional research institutes, such as
Goldman Sachs, as well.

How do the markets in China’s two
major cities compare with one an-
other? Shanghai has definitely seen
the biggest increases compared with
Beijing, and prices for properties tend
to be about one third higher than
those in Beijing. In comparison to
Shanghai, Beijing is actually quite sta-
ble. For luxury apartments in Shang-
hai, the average price is between
RMB 80,000 and 110,000 per square
meter. In Beijing, for the same quality
properties, those figures are between
RMB 60,000 and 80,000.

Is there a specific area you would
tell people to invest in right now?
Location is number one, of course. |
think the CBD (East) is good, espe-
cially places like Central Park. In the
beginning of 2010, the average price
was RMB 42-50,000, but today the
price has already risen to around RMB
55-70,000. Even though the price is
expensive, its location in the heart of
CBD and the opening of new office
buildings like WFC and China World
Phase Ill, will cause prices to go up.
Investors can also consider the
surrounding areas outside the fifth
ring road, such as Fangshan. In the
future, investors are looking to de-

velop this area with living and leisure
facilities such as shopping malls. So
the area has a lot of potential for
investors , and properties out there
are currently priced at around RMB
10,000-15,000 which is significantly
cheaper than in the downtown area.
Plus this area is already connected
to the subway, and there are many
developers looking to develop com-
mercial properties, which are current-
ly priced at around RMB 12-15,000
per square meter

How do you stay competitive? Due
to the fact that we are an interna-
tional company we have to adhere
to strict rules and regulations, which
means that in certain areas we can't
be as flexible as other smaller opera-
tions. Many developers from Hong
Kong recognize the Savills brand, and
they like to work with us. They know
the procedures we follow, and agree
to follow them as well. In Shanghai
we have a big and successful sales
team which is our Beijing sales team'’s
final target.

In Beijing, our strategy is to start
selling second-hand properties and
gradually gaining more experience
on the local sales market. In the
meanwhile providing sales consul-
tancy services based on our China
sales team expertise. We are also
looking to extend our operations to
other cities such as Tianjin, Qindao,
Dalian, Shenyang - cities that also
have a lot of potential - and we are
confident that we can enter these
markets in the near future.

What is the pay structure for
people who want to use Savills for
property sales? As for sales, owners
can sign a sole agent agreement
with Savills, which lasts about three
to six months, and the fee is usu-
ally one percent. We then use all
of our marketing efforts, including
our newsletters and brochures, and
arrange open houses to show the
properties.This year we will also work
to promote international properties
within Beijing, and will help overseas

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developers promote their properties
to local Chinese people.

What are some of the properties you
work with, and what price range do
they run in? We work with high-end
properties located downtown, such
as CBD area, Chaoyang area, etc. We
work with serviced apartments such as
Marriott Sandalwood and Lanson Place
as well as individually owned proper-
ties such as Central Park and Fortune
Heights. The prices foraone bedroomin
Marriott Sandalwood is between RMB
15,000 to RMB 20,000 up to RMB 40,000
to RMB 45,000 for a 3 bedrooms apart-
ment.

Central Park apartments start
at RMB 7,000 for a studio, and run
up to RMB 33-80,000 for a four bed-
room apartment. The sales prices are
between RMB 50,000 and 65,000 per
square meter. In Fortune Heights, a
two bedroom apartment starts at
RMB 25,000 and larger apartments
run up to RMB 70,000 and sale prices
are between RMB 85,000 and RMB
165,000. In the Park Hyatt Residenc-
es, rental prices for a one bedroom
apartment start at RMB 20,000 and
the most expensive apartments are
around RMB 55,000 per month. Sales
prices run between RMB 55,000 per
square meter and more than RMB
150,000, depending on the floor.

Our properties in Xanadu are for
sale only, and range from RMB 58,000
to RMB 65,000, and the Millennium
Residences, which are not for sale,
rent from RMB 30,000 per month to
RMB 47,000 per month. Lanson Place,
which is located near Central Park,
rents for between RMB 32,000 and
RMB 95,000 per month. The Kerry
Center, China World Apartments,
and Frasier Suites rent for between
RMB 18,000and RMB 39,000, RMB
18,000and RMB 52,000, and RMB
13,000 to RMB 36,000, respectively.

At a loss for words? These two pages are a quick-reference
summary of useful phrases that might come in handy

on your travels around Beijing. You won't get far without
knowing some of the basics of spoken Chinese, so let’s
start with ...

TONES

«Tone is variation in pitch by which a syllable can be pro-
nounced. All Chinese pinyin are marked with one of four
tones. The four tones are as follows:

Tst tone - singing tone; high, flat, continuous

2nd tone - rising; similar to the intonation used to ask a
question

in English, like “oh?”

3rd tone - dip tone; falls and then rises

4th tone - falling tone, sharp like when you holler "boo!”

« These tones are incredibly important. If you get them
wrong, people will not understand what you are saying.
Many syllables in pinyin have dramatically different mean-
ings depending on the tone. Take for instance the Pinyin
construction bao:

First tone: bao & wrap Second tone: bao & thin
Third tone: bdo {# guarantee Fourth tone: bao # hug

As you can see, if you're not careful, you will mistakenly tell
someone that you want to hug them, when in fact, you
just want to give them a guarantee.
